Finally at-fifty
e<8& fettZ ti..<tFt «— ™feo —cot —' "E—<"tA <o —"f%ttA& ecot"f,ZF feof
Zfet <o f tF,-""Te ""coted e "7 UA U[XU St %f "f ™MSf— St .. ‘eecti”ft
filled with selfpity, he gave up. But that year something incredible happened. A wealthy friend named Charles
Jennings encouraged Handel by visiting him and giving him a libretto based on the life of Christ. The work
intrigued Handel, so he began writing. Immediately the floodgates of inspiration opened. For three weeks he
wrote almost nonstop. Then he spent another two days creating the orchestrations. In twe#ibur days he
had completed the 260 page manuscript of The Messiah.
